1 
Introduction

1.1
The Board of Directors of Sathya Sai School applies the regulations on admissions fairly and equally to all those who wish to attend this school. 

2 
Aims and objectives

2.1 
We seek to be an inclusive school, welcoming children from all backgrounds and abilities.

2.2 
The school will assess the need of each child that a parent wishes to place in the school. This assessment will be to determine whether the school is able to meet the needs of the child and to know whether the expectations of parents and parental attitudes are in accordance with the ethos of the school.
2.3 
The only restriction that we place on entry is that of number. If we do not offer a child a place at this school, it is because to do so would prejudice the education of other children by allowing the numbers of children in the school to increase too much. 
2.4 
The ability of a child or any special educational needs that s/he may have plays no part in the admissions policy of this school. The school will endeavour to meet the needs of each child. 
3 
Admissions Procedures
3.1 
Children enter school in the academic year as soon as they become three. Older children can apply if there are places in the class that they want to enter. At present we are accepting applications throughout the academic year.  
3.2 
There is an interview process in place where both the parents and child/ren are expected to attend.  This is in accordance with 2.2 stated above.
3.3 
It is a requirement that upon the parents granted a place that they comply with the Home School Agreement requirements.

3.4
The Board of Directors reserves the right not to admit a child and to ask for a child to be removed. 

3.5
Although the same procedures for applications will apply, priority will be given to siblings of children that are already attending the Sathya Sai School Leicester.

The admissions policy will be reviewed every two years, or earlier in light of any changes within government legislation.
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
