FIRST AID POLICY
INTRODUCTION

The health, safety and welfare of all the people who work or learn at our school are of fundamental importance. We aim to provide a healthy, safe, secure, nurturing and sacred school climate permeated by the Sathya Sai Education in Human Values (SSEHV) programme. The Board of Directors takes responsibility for protecting the health and safety of all children and members of staff.

THE SCHOOL CURRICULUM

We teach the children about health and safety in order to equip them with the skills, knowledge and understanding to enable them to live positive, successful and healthy lives. Teachers take every opportunity to educate children in this regard in the normal school curriculum and especially during play (using of the incidental method in SSEHV).

FIRST AID

All staff at Sathya Sai School are acting in ‘loco parentis’ whilst working at the school. This means that staff should be prepared to deal with minor first aid requirements.

Our registered first aid member of staff is Mr C.H.Lim. He can be consulted for more serious injuries. Minor first aid is to be dealt with by staff.

Mrs K. Rayner and Mrs U. Lim hold paediatric first aid certificates.

General information

First Aid Kits

All Floors will have a clearly labelled, visible and easily accessible first aid kit, gloves and a plastic jug to swill wounds.

Along with the first aid kit there will be a first aid help sheet. Please read attached sheets.

Children who are not well can rest  in the sickroom where they can be observed and can easily access the toilets and a washbasin.

A First aid kit must be taken on all trips outside of school.

Reporting accidents/injuries

Accidents/injuries need to be recorded in the emergency log and a letter should be sent to parents. For very serious injuries parents have to be notified and appropriate action taken e.g. where there is need for an ambulance to be called. This also has to be recorded as above.
